A PROPOSAL FROM INURA ZURICH FOR NEXT YEAR

(TO BE DISCUSSED IN LUTON)

The last six years

Over the past six years, INURA has slowly grown and
matured steadily. All of our active members have contributed
to create a new kind of network. We have continuously tried
to broaden and strengthen co-operation between activists
and researchers, from a wide range of professional and
geographical backgrounds.

We've been successful in buiiding up a colourful and diverse
network of people and we have attracted more than 130
urban researchers and activists from over twenty countries.
Besides holding five (and soon six) exciting and delightful
meetings in the Swiss Alps, on the Baltic Sea, in North
England, Tuscany, The Netherlands and soon in Southern
England, we have also attempted to extend our activities to
new fields of action.

Whereas the knitting of personal ties has proven to be
extremely rewarding and resulted in the major achievement of
INURA, attempts to realise further going INURA projects

have met with varied success. On one hand the ‘Capitales
Fatales’ book project - a result of INURA networking between
Frankfurt, Berlin, Zurich and North America, was a hard
lesson of co-ordination and endurance. On the other the

long proposed INURA journal still does not progress the way
we should have wished. The reason for this as well as future
perspectives will be discussed in Luton.

There is considerable potential interest in our network,
but we are increasingly in need of finding sustainable and
dynamic structures, solid foundations and meaningful
projects. We therefore like to submit the following
proposal to the Luton meeting and also to our
non-attending members.

THE PROPOSAL FOR INURA 1997
INURA 1997 shall be a little different to previous meetings.

In addition to the traditional closed meetings for INURA

~ members we would like to introduce a new element by

opening up a part of our annual conference. This means
finding a suitable new structure for the meeting.

The first part of our annual conference shalt be an open
congress, held jointly with the Swiss Federal Institute of
Technology and the cultural centre Rote Fabrik (Red
Factory). The idea is to combine a rather ‘classic’ congress at
the University with an attractive cultural programme at
Zurich’s most interesting and beautiful venue. During the day,
talks and discussions will take place at the SFIT and at Rote
Fabrik. In the evenings, leisure and entertainment (music;

theatre, dance etc.) will be performed at the lakeside in Rote .
Fabrik. For the talks and seminars we think of inviting a few-
‘external’ key speakers as well as selected INURA members.. .

This first part (including a city tour) wil! last two to three days. :;

The second part of our meeting will be ‘as usual'. It will be
strictly for a limited number (20 to 35) INURA members, for

the exchange of personal and professional ideas. It will be set_; L

in a splendid retreat in the mountains.

We also suggest to move the traditional date of the INURA ~ =
meeting from May/June to August/September. The reason for.

this (once only?) shift being personal engagements of INURA

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MORE THAN 500 “land campaigners” invaded
Wandsworth in south London yesterday in the first of a
series of actions to reclaim derelict sites across Britain,

Members of The Land is Ours
group drove in convoy from
Shepherds Bush in west London
tc York Road, Wandsworth
where they took over the former
distillery site and started build-
ing a communal village (above).

The action marked the 50th anniver-
sary of the biggest occupation in his-
tory when 100 sites were seized by

dernobbed servicemen and their famil-
lies on May 8 1946.

The Land is Qurs group has spent six
months organising for the demonstra-
tion recraiting architects, builders, gar-
deners and lawyers who will help

... secure the development.

The group intends to build a sustain-

able village with huge communal
structures, house gardens and commun-
ity projects.

As a sustainable viilage, the site is ex-
pected to develop independent sources
of food, water and power.

The land rights protesters said that
the squat marked a new phase in the
direct action movement — changing
from simply campaigning against the
sort of development that they don't
want to the type that they do.

The Land is Ours spokesman George
Monbiot said: “*Our role is constructive,
peaceful and positive and our purpose
here is to build a sustainable village
with houses and gardens to make deve-

lopment work for us, not against us.

“Development in Britain-has done a
lot for the big developers; but very little
for those who ne~d it most. We despera-
tely need to use the vast areas of dere-
lict land in our cities to house the
homeless to relieve urban bleakness
and to take the pressure off the country-
side,” he said.

The land, which has been derelict for
seven years, is owned by industrial
giant Guinness, and the campaigners
hope that the firm will be sympathetic.

But Guinness said that it was in the
process of appealing against a locat au-
thority decision to refuse Safeway per-
mission to build a giant supermarket on
the site.

It would decide after the Bank Holi-
day what action to take against the pro-
testers.

The campaigners began putting up
tents on the site and were hoping to
build a shelter to hold over 200 people.

Here we guide you through the key
terms that come up in discussions on
the future of our cities.

Habitat ll: The second United Nations
Conference on Human Settlements
called by the United Nations General
Assembly. The conference, which will
take place in Istanbul June 1996,
focuses on managing urbanization and
improving the urban living
environment.

Habitat |: The first Habitat conference
was held in Vancouver, Canada, in
1976. It fecused on providing adequate
shelter for all, and established the
United Mations Centre for Human
Settlarmnents.

PrepCom: There have been three
PrepComs before Habila! If. These
were praparatory committees at which
the drafs of key documents were

discussed, plans and timetables talked  the main Habitat I surrmit will be

through and difficult issues identified.
They have been attended by UK
official delegations, by NGOs, and by
local government representatives.
Global Plan of Action: This wit be
the major document agreed at
Istanbul, Despite its title it wili focus
not on global planning but on
deveioping strategies that can be
applied to towns and cities world-wide.
It has been through several drafts and
there are several areas where
agreement has yet o be reached.
Bracketed text: Those pars of the
Global Plan of Action that are not yet
agreed will be included in the
document for discussion at Istanbu,
butin brackets. Unsurprisingly, this
bracketed text contains some of the
mast innovative and controversial
ideas.

The NGO Forum: As with all such
major international events, access 1o
